NERMC stands for Northeast Regional Mini-Camp and is an exciting 3-day camp that brings kids from all over the CISV Northeast Region together for fun and educational activities while building new friendships and experiencing more of CISV! It is open to anyone above 10 years old: new CISVers, old CISVers, or those just looking to have some fun! It will be hosted in Washington D.C. this year and run by the Local Junior Representatives of Maine, Brandywine Valley, Philadelphia, Boston, Greater Springfield, New York, and Washington D.C. 

WHO: You!! Anyone 10 years or older can attend, and anyone over 21 can be a chaperone.

Where:  The D.C. Chapter is hosting RMC! Camp Letts is located on Route 214, ten minutes from Annapolis and 34 miles from Washington or Baltimore.

Arrival: Camp opens at 7 PM and registration starts at 7:30 PM.
Departure: Camp ends at 11:15 AM. If your transportation can’t get there until later, lunch will be provided but we have to leave the campsite by 1:30 PM.

By Car: Arrive by 7PM!
By Plane: Fly into Baltimore-Washington International Airport before 6 PM on Friday. Chaperones will come pick you up! Schedule your return flight for no earlier than 12 PM on Sunday.

Meals:: We will be serving breakfast, lunch, and dinner on Saturday, and breakfast on Sunday. We will also have lunch on Sunday for anyone who has a later flight, and is still on the campsite come lunchtime. There will be no dinner served on Friday, so please eat before you arrive!
